RECREATION GROUND CAR PARK

The first phase of work on surfacing the car park is now complete, with many thanks to John Lewis and his team at SpadeOak. 

The surface you now see is not the final answer! We now have to wait for a month before the foundation surface can be sprayed with a binder and the final gravel dressing applied.  This will soften the appearance from the current rather stark finish. It is planned that this final phase will be carried out, over just one day in mid-September. The car park will have to be closed whilst this is done.

There are one or two other bits of tidying up to be done – mending the 5-bar gate, remarking the disabled parking bays, etc. and the Parish Council hopes to have this all completed in the autumn.

WAITING PATIENTLY FOR HARVEST.

This spring the whitethorn blossom came late. When the bloom did come, it came suddenly, and in what seemed like an instant, a profusion of white-blossomed borders graced the lanes and the fields, and for those fortunate enough to have a thorn hedge in their gardens, they were garlanded with a wealth of creamy blossom. With that profusion of white bloom and with the fresh green everywhere our hard, long winter was soon forgotten.
If every waiting time brought such compensation our waiting would be the more bearable. As it is, the waiting is hard to endure. Those test results –whether medical or academic-bring their own anxieties. Not one of us doesn’t know something of that feeling when our doctor orders tests for us, or the way we feel for our children as they await their exam results. Most of us don’t deal well with the ‘time between’. Between the planting and the blossom, between the sowing and the reaping, between the asking and the hearing, it all seems so interminable.

In our prayers, we often get impatient when the answer doesn’t come instantly or not in the way we ourselves had hoped.  We care not to remember that prayer is often like dropping a pebble into a deep well-of living water-and waiting for the echoes to reach our ears.

‘How long, O lord, how long!’, is often our heartfelt cry.
It was a line from T.S. Eliot which gave me pause for thought as with so many other lines of his. In “The Wasteland” Eliot wrote: “Take no thought of the harvest but only the proper sowing.” That’s good advice but I’m afraid I’m a “harvest” person, though as I get older the wisdom of Eliot and others makes me think.
A Prayer for us all:

Grant us, O Lord, the patience to do just what lies to hand and to trust that you, in your wisdom, will bring to fruition that which is already of your mind and your heart. Amen

Raymond Fergusson Parish Clerk (279150
important it is to maintain and develop our own productive capacity in grain faced with unpredictable supply from overseas.”

 I do not think there is anything to add to that except to say that I think the message is getting through that the role that farmers play is actually rather important, a fact I believe our new “radical” government is aware.  This again is having the effect of cereal prices rising, anyone would be forgiven for thinking that we will do well out of this price rise. In reality most farmers play it safe and sell their produce in advance so any price rise is caused by the speculators it will have an effect on the price of bread but as wheat flour is only a small portion of the price of a loaf it should only make a penny or two difference, we shall see!

I wrote some months ago of my worries over the use of Chinese lanterns, and how dangerous they are to livestock, we are often picking them up from hedgerows. You may have read that 16 acres of barley caught fire near Stonesfield caused by one of these devices. This will have cost the farmer dearly. It is not the value so much as the loss of so many tonnes of food through the lack of thought of others. I think that the NFU is going to be campaigning for the banning of these things. I hope that readers will understand why the NFU are taking this action. 

Whilst on the subject of thought for others, I find it galling to see litter around. We are not perfect but do try to do our bit. We have spent a lot of time and effort setting out grass margins around every field on the farm for wildlife, and are very disappointed when copious amounts of litter are just thrown over a hedge simply because people are lazy to put it in a bin, and then there is the fly tipping... must remember to lock that gate! 

I don’t remember seeing so many small birds about as there seem to be at the moment. Great, coal and blue tits, tree and house sparrows, Dunnocks, yellow hammers, green and gold finches and swallows and swifts galore. Thinking about why this should be, I reckon that it is the lack of rain around the time that they are about to fledge. While, at this time, they are unprotected by parents, rain can be disastrous, possibly drowning them or causing pneumonia.

I mentioned our new radical government earlier and was delighted to read some weeks ago the new farm minister Jim Paice was going to consider measures to control ragwort, the yellow flowering plant you see on the road sides. This is the first time for a long time any official has even mentioned it. Most readers will know that this is a plant very poisonous to, particularly, horses but cattle as well. It certainly used to be an offence not to control it but once councils realised how expensive it is to control it was a measure that got forgotten and left to horse societies and farmers to deal with. 

There is a move by the RSPCA to introduce yet another higher welfare label. Whereas it is very difficult to argue against this line of action, what it does mean is that they do not feel that their existing code of practice, “Freedom Foods” is good enough. It is also, of course, a way for the charity to make more money. Believe you me any assurance scheme like this costs big money to administer and those wishing to comply have to pay. The net result is that the organisation who conceived the idea can set the rates in their favour when all that they actually have to do is tighten the standards, but then that will not make them any money will it?.

GREAT HASELEY AND DISTRICT HORTICULTURAL SOCIETY

The show will have come and gone, hopefully a great success and fun for all.

In September supplies of fruit, vegetables and flowers exceed demand so harvest and store, freeze, make jams and chutney for next year’s show or for presents and give away any spare to friends and family. Pick apples and pears, store in a cool dark place.  Gather blackberries, and cook with windfall apples, for jelly, jam or to put in the freezer for a warming winter pie later. 

Dig main crop carrots and potatoes and store.  Harvest marrows, squash and pumpkins, remember the Great Haseley Pumpkin Show.  Late tomatoes can be taken indoors to ripen, or make chutney.  Burn or bin any potato or tomato plants affected by blight.  Weed around winter vegetables such as parsnips, leeks, cabbages and broccoli and sprouts.

In the flower garden clear summer bedding when over.  Keep picking dahlia and chrysanthemum for a prolonged display.  Cut down perennials as they die back, leave some seed heads for winter display and for the birds.  Clear weeds as you go and move self seeded plants like foxgloves and hellebores to better spots.

Start planting spring bulbs, leave tulips until there has been a good frost, mix with spring bedding plants, such as wallflowers and forget-me-nots.

Pot up prepared hyacinth and narcissus for a show at Christmas, keep them cool and dark until tips appear. 
Enjoy the rich glowing colours and the turning leaves and berries in the low autumn sunlight.
